▲ ELV Update: The launch of
the NASA-sponsored Solar Ra-
diation and Climate Experiment
(SORCE) spacecraft aboard an
Orbital Sciences Corporation
(OSC) air-launched Pegasus ve-
hicle (left) is scheduled for de-

ployment over the Atlantic Ocean from OSC’s L-1011 carrier
aircraft Saturday, Jan. 25, at 3:14 p.m. EST.  The launch be-
gins with the drop of the Pegasus rocket from the L-1011 over
the Atlantic Ocean at an altitude of 39,000 feet about 100
miles offshore east-southeast from Cape Canaveral Air Force
Station, Fla.  The launch is expected to be visible from the
coast.  Spacecraft separation from the Pegasus occurs ap-
proximately 10 minutes later. The satellite will orbit the Earth
15 times each day.
